1. answer：1) The Renaissance marks a translation from the medieval to the modern world. Generally, it refers to the period between the 14th and mid-17th centuries. 2) It first started in Italy, with the flowering of painting, sculpture and literature. From the Italy the movement went to embrace(包含) the rest of Europe. 3) The Renaissance, which means rebirth or revival（复活；再兴；重演）, is actually a movement stimulated by a series of historical events, such as (a) the rediscovery of ancient Roman and Greek cultures,(b) the new discoveries in geography and astrology（星相学；占星术）, (c) the religious reformation and (d) the economic expansion. 4) The Renaissance, therefore, in essence, is a historical period in which the European humanist thinkers and scholars made attempts (a) to get rid of those old feudalist ideas in medieval Europe, (b) to introduce new ideas that expressed the interests of the rising bourgeoisie, and(c) to recover the purity of the early church from the corruption of the Roman Catholic Church.

3. Answer: Jane Eyre is considered as one of the most important novels because the following reasons:

1) Jane Eyre is one of the most popular and important novels of Victorian Age. It is note for its sharp criticism of the existing society. It gives a vivid description of the religious hypocrisy of charity institutions(制度；机构) such as Lowood School where poor girls are trained, through constant starvation and humiliation(耻辱；丢脸),the be humble slaves. The social discrimination(歧视；差别) Jane experiences first as a dependent at her aunt’s house and later as a governess at Thornfield are fully exposed. It also criticized the false social convention concerning love and marriage. In addition, it is an intense moral fable(寓言). Jane, like Mr. Rochester, has to undergo a series of physical and moral tests to grow up and achieve her final happiness.

2) The success of the novel is also due to its introduction to the English novel the first governess heroine. Jane Eyre, an orphan child with a fiery(炽热的；热烈的) spirit and a longing to love and be loved, a poor, plain, little governess who dares to love her master, a man superior to her in many ways, and even is brave enough to declare to the man her love for him, cuts a completely new woman image. She represents the middle-class working women who are struggling for recognition of their basic rights and equality as a human being. The vivid description of her intense feelings and her thought and inner conflicts brings her to the heart of the audience.

4. Answer: 1) It refers to, in general, the post-World War I generation, but specifically a group of expatriates who left America and formed a community of writers and artists in Paris, involved with other European novelists and poets in their experimentation on new modes of thoughts and expression. 2) The term stems from a remark made by Gertrude Stein to Ernest Hemingway, “You are all a lost generation.” 3) Hemingway used it as an epigraph(题词) to The Sun Also Rises(1926). 4) The generation was “lost” in the sense that its inherited values were no longer relevant in the post war world because of its spiritual alienation from a U.S that seemed to its members to be hopelessly provincial(偏狭的), materialistic(为物质主义的), and emotionally barren(贫瘠的；不育的). 5) The term embraces Hemingway, f.Scott Fitzgerald, Ezra pound, E.E Cummings, and many other writers who made Paris the center of their literary activities in the 1920s.
The Lost Generation “迷惘的一代”

A term refers to a group of American writers, most of whom were born around 1900. When the First World War broke out, many young men volunteered to take part in “the war to end wars” only to find that the modern warfare was not glorious or heroic as they thought it to be. Disillusioned and disgusted by the frivolous, greedy and heedless way of life in America, they began to write and they wrote from their own experiences in the war. Among these young writers were the most prominent figures in American literature, especially in modern American literature. They were basically expatriates who left America and formed a community of writers and artists in Paris, involved with other European novelists and poets in their experimentation on new modes of thoughts and expression. These writers were later named by an American writer, Gertrude Stein, also an expatriate, “The Lost Generation”.

12. The book relates the trials, suffering, and human dignity of Uncle Tom, an old Negro slave. Cruelly treated by a Yankee overseer, Simon Legree, he dies as the result of a beating; Uncle Tom is devoted to Little Eva, the daughter of his white owner, Augustine St. Clare. Other important characters are the mulatto girl, Eliza; the impish black child Tospy; Miss Ophelia St. Clare, a New England spinster; and Marks, the slave catcher. The two most famous scenes are the death of Little Eva and the pursuit of Eliza and her baby over the Ohio River’s ice floes. Eliza’s husband, George, latter joins her by using the Underground Railroads.

Regarded as a piece of artistic literature, it is faulty to a degree. It is sentimental, written carelessly, conventional, and rambling. The plot seems contrived and forced. The author herself had never lived in the slave states, and the picture may, at parts, be inaccurate. Her descriptive power and characterization are convincing and moving. It differs from a thousand others of its kind in that it is more than an antislavery tract; it has dramatic intensity, moral earnestness, intense emotionalism and, above all, human interest.

Its effect was enormous. It stirred a great nation to its depths and hurried on a great war.
